Keith Ronald Wescott, 91, of Bowling Green, passed away Friday, June 30, 2023 at his
daughter’s home in St. Louis, Missouri.

Keith was born November 21, 1931 to Sylvester and Beulah Inis Wescott at home in rural

He attended a one-room schoolhouse for the first grade, then moved to Salisbury,
Missouri, where he attended second through sixth grades. In 1943, his family moved to
Louisiana, Missouri, where he completed high school, graduating in 1949. 

 

Keith joined the Army Reserves in 1951 and was called to active duty on September 9,
1953. He served for two years. 

 

He was united in marriage to Merle Carlene Gardner of Quincy, Illinois on September 5,
1953. She preceded him in death. 

 

Keith worked at different jobs during his life. Keith and Carlene purchased a tax and
accounting business in 1973, where they worked together until they retired in 1996. 

 

Keith was preceded in death by his parents; his wife; and a sister, Jean Kruse. 
 

He is survived by two children, Ron L. Wescott of St. Louis, Missouri; and Barbara J.
Fuerst of St. Louis, Missouri; and three granddaughters, Rachel Leigh Wescott (Zachary
Baetz), Emily Rose Coveney (John), and Kennedy Marie Fuerst.

School Superintendent, Deacon, and Elder. He was also a member of the Lion’s Club and
Odd Fellows, where he served as President and Grandmaster, respectively.
